· Enrolments: 
As expected in 2015 the total enrolment numbers have increased and are now at the point of being the highest the school has experienced since opening. Our total numbers are now 345 with the junior section of the school experiencing the increasing numbers. It is expected that this trend will continue throughout the school as the children move through the upper grades.  
The demountable that will be the base for 1E students is due to be installed by the end of February and will be located between the basketball courts and the existing Year 1 rooms.

· Specialist Staffing – Music and Sport:

Music - This year we have combined with Mogo PS and Moruya PS to “buy” a specialist music teacher for one day a fortnight. Our share of this time will be one hour and we will be using the time for 30 mins of band time and 30 mins for in class support. The band time will be open to interested students who are already playing an instrument with a maximum of approximately 15 students and Year 1 will be the targeted area for term 1. 

Phil Cullen from Moruya HS is the specialist music teacher that we will be using. 
Sporting - We have been successful in receiving funding via the sporting school grants for Terms 1 and 2. These funds will enable us to employ a specialist teacher who will provide PE lessons for each class from Years 1 to 6 commencing next week and running through to the end of term. We welcome Mr David West to our staff who is a specialist sport's teacher. Mr West will take classes through fun games and activities to develop student’s sporting skills and also nurture an enjoyment of physical activity and fitness.
Gymnastics will be offered to students during term 
·  Voluntary Contributions:
At the school level we have made the decision to keep the voluntary contributions at the same level as previous years and not to increase them. This source of funding is very important to the school but we are also conscious of the competing needs within families. In 2015 over $9,000 came into the school from this source.

· School Parking

· Bomb Threats:

It is really sad that a number of schools have been targeted with bomb threats. Luckily, at this stage we are not one of them. It has however made us revisit our evacuation policy and to ensure that we have correct procedures in place. At this stage if we evacuate we would be moving to Captain Oldery Park.
