Principals Report
12 May 2016
· Fete – Many thanks to all those who helped with the fete, before, during and after the event. It was an enormous effort from everyone and a wonderful community event. A special thanks to Nat Fairweather as the Fete convenor, a mammoth task that was completed with much energy, knowledge and enthusiasm.

· School Plan – I would like to present the 2016-17 School Plan for consolidation. This is the second year of the three-year cycle. Some changes have been made based on the need for additional staff professional development and budget allocations. There is also a new focus on Synthetic Phonics, especially in the junior section of the school. I would appreciate any feedback or thoughts.
· Change of Dates for Staff Development Day in December – We would like to change the dates for the final two days’ staff professional development at the end of the year. The students finish school on Friday 16 December and staff would normally spend 19/20 December on staff development. We would like to change this and complete our professional development earlier (including after school hours and a Saturday) so that all staff would finish on Friday 16 December. The actual change would not impact on students or families as these dates are always student free days. 

· Election at school site in September – The school has been asked if our hall could be used during the local government election in September. This would be a wonderful opportunity if the P&C wanted to hold a sausage sizzle, cake stall etc. 
· Regional Selection - Two students have been selected in regional sporting teams:

· Seb Giri – AFL

· Abbey Dunn – Touch football

Would the P&C consider making a $50 donation to each student as a contribution towards their costs in attending their respective state carnivals. 
· Purchase of Defibrillator – Previously we have had requests for a defibrillator to be purchased for the school. Until recently we have not been “encouraged” by the department to purchase one. This has now changed and schools are free to purchase them for school sites. As this would be used for visitors, students, staff etc. would it be an item that the P&C would be interested in purchasing for the school (see brochure).
· Speech Assessments – A Speech Pathologist will be visiting the school next week and will conduct some basic speech assessments. These will not be comprehensive assessments with programs but just flagging the need for further follow up. 
The initial response from parents with signed permission notes has been overwhelming and students will have to be prioritized as not all children will be able to be seen. It is however a great initiative by Royal Far West and hopefully the beginning of a long term solution for students who have additional needs.
· Hackathon – Many thanks to Greg McDonald, Principal of Batemans Bay High School for hosting the area’s first Hackathon. This initiative has taken some time to plan and has the full support of the local Eurobodalla Shire Council, Eurobodalla Digital Network Group and local schools. At this stage it will cater for selected targeted students in Yrs 5 & 6 and secondary students. 

· Little and Early Learning Labs – University of Wollongong will again be running special classes. These classes offer academic enrichment holiday programs for targeted high performing students.
